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In front of the Hotel Sabotin at Solkan (near Nova Gorica), where a group was sojourning during the visit at Nova Gorica.
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On the ex  - border between Slovenia and Italy. Now there is European Square with mosaic and old landmark to remember old and not good times of people living near the border. Now it's the simbol of united Europe.
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Near the European Square is the railway station buit for a railway named Bohinjska proga (in german Wocheinerbahn, in italian Transalpina). It is a 158 km long part of 717km long railway between Praga-Jesenice-Gorica-Trst. It was buit by Austrohungary between the years 1900 to 1906. At the opening on 19.7.1906 was present crown prince Franz Ferdinand. This railway is known for the Bohinjski predor (Tunnel of Bohinj long 6339m and is till nowadays the longest in Slovenia). Very known is Solkanski most (The bridge at Solkan) the highest stone bridge in the world and the second in the world for its 85 m high stone arch. 
The railway is running near the border Nova Gorica - Gorica. The two tunnels on the photo are named Kostanjevica. Nowadays for trains is used only one. The other one is used by  walkers in bikers. There is the  exshibition of plastic flowers at the open.

At the pictures two monuments: the old one was built in honour to combatants  (partisans) deceased for liberty during 1941 to 1945. The fountain was built in occasion of 1000. anniversary of Solkan.
